Plaintiff files notice of claim and serves copy on Defendant (r2.10) 

JUDICIAL SETTLEMENT CONFERENCE 
Held soon after 30 working days from allocation decision.  

If parties cannot reach a settlement, the Judge will 
convene a DIRECTIONS CONFERENCE and allocate
